GENERAL PATIENTS' RIGHTS
George Galas -Patients’ Rights Advocate

e (George states his company is moving out of San Joaquin County moving more toward Sacramento County
Company has been rotating Advocates in recent years.
e Advocates are state mandated
e  Some of the functions of Advocates include
o Privately meeting with clients and BHS Staff
o Reviewing patient records prior to 5250 and 5270 hearings
o If the patient expresses a wish to leave hospital, it's required for the advocate to aid them leave hospital
even if it might be in the patient’s best interest. The patient rights advocate wants patient to recover but
his primary job is to advocate for the rights of the patient.
e The Facility should ensure that clients have access to the advocate whenever possible
o Posters should be located where patient can see them.
e Denial of rights
o Ifa patient is denied any of his rights there must be a good cause.
o Any Denial and Restoration of his Rights should be tracked in the patient chart.
e Housing — Advocates monitor board in care homes.
o Chapter 22 — laws and regulations must be abided by
o The Advocate should inspect facility, interview all the clients, asking questions to make sure everything is
ok the Advocate should try and resolve any issues discovered at a lowest level possible.
o Unlicensed facilities without oversight can be a problem.

o George - Position is for all kinds of people self-training, no degree required, they recommend Computer
literacy and some kind of lived experience.

for those in Substance Abuse treatment as well? What about those with Disabilities?
o George - Position is to advocate for the rights of clients, not really to help them with other issues.
o George invited Douglas to come to the office to have further discussions.

Legislative Committee

e CALIFORNIA SB 224 (Sen. Portantino) “PUPIL INSTRUCTION-MENTAL HEALTH EDUCATION”
Requires each School District, County Office of Education, State Special School and Charter School that offers
one or more courses in health education to pupils in Middle School or High School to include mental health
instruction courses that meet the requirements of SB 224.
Among other things, SB 224 requires instructions and materials to be appropriate for use with pupils of all races,
sexual orientations, ethnic and cultural backgrounds, pupils with disabilities and English learners.
SB 224 requires the State Department of Education to develop and expand mental health instructions in
California Public Schools on or before January 1, 2024.
